It'sa
wonderful idea and we want to really
encourage everyone to bring items
throughout this summer and fall, and take
itemns for your use, Please remember, it will
benefit people around the world.

The Harvest Wagon was built by Chuck
Witt in memory of Tony Cerny ( Dee Frost's
father ) who was a great gardener. The late
Helen Foxvog, who started the giving
process, used to bring huge amounts of
veggies and fruit from her garden and
orchard, to place on the wagon.

COOL pantries serve three complete
meals for four days for every guest at
every visit. This is unlike any other _;{]1
pantry in the area.
