Connection with
Maclagasc,ar Continues

Since the early beginnings of Trinity in 1942, the
congregation was active in supporting the global
mission of the Church. Pictured below is a 1962
photograph from Trinity’s archives of two medical
doctors, and six nurses who were missionaries at
Manambaro Hospital in southern Madagascar.
Trinity supported these missionaries.

Over the past 122 years, 366 missionaries served
in Madagascar for a total of 5,445 vears of service,
and a 14.88 year average time of service from each
missionary. Some missionaries served for a few
years and some as a life-time career. The longest
term of service was 46 years.

In 2010, Trinity supported global mission work
again in Madagascar through Friends of
Madagascar Mission (FOMM). The Board of
Directors of FOMM would like to express our
sincere thank you for this financial support. More
stories of what your financial support is doing for
global mission in Madagascar will be included in
The Trumpet throughout the year.
