“Not so fast,” the preadlzr said, “don’t put away
the Christmas decorations or spirit quite yet!”
There is still one more Sunday after Christmas in
the Christian Church Year - January 4th,

On Tuesday, January 6th, the Christian Church
celebrates the EPIPHANY OF OUR LORD. In
some traditions this is called “Little Christmas,”
because there are twelve days between Christinas
(December 25th) and Epiphany (January 6th).
Now you know the context behind the song, “The
Twelve Days of Christmas.” Within the twelve
days of Christmas, this year, there are two
Sundays called Sundays after Christmas, one of
which is January 4th.

The Season of Epiphany is a time for the
Christian Church to reflect upon its mission and
ministry, and of course, what are we about at
Trinity. In order to assist Trinity with this season
of the church year, we will begin a new worship
and preaching series beginning January 11th and
continuing through February 22nd.

The Epiphany theme for this year is:

DEVELOPING A MINISTRY MINDSET:
STUDIES IN 2 CORINTHIANS

JANUARY 11

The Ministry of Presence 2 Corinthians 1:1-11
God...comforts us in all our troubles, so that we
can comfort those in any trouble with the comfort
we ourselves receive from God.

(2 Corinthians 1:3-4)
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people to give a strong word of comfort. God
comes alongside us in our times of trouble, and
we minister as we come alongside others in their
troubles.

JANUARY 18

The Ministry of the Spirit 2 Corinthians 2:12 —3:6
He has made us competent as ministers of a new
covenant — not of the letter but of the Spirit.

(2 Corinthians 3:6)

Paul speaks of competence for ministry that comes
not from human abilities or achievements, but
from God through the work of the Holy Spirit.

JANUARY 25

The Ministry of Preaching Corinthians 4:1-6
For what we preach is not ourselves, but Jesus
Christ as Lord, and ourselves as your servants for
Christ's sake. (2 Corinthians 4:5)

Ministry includes verbal proclamation or
preaching, and Paul points to what it means in
this passage: preaching Jesus Christ as Lord in the
power of the Spirit.
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
